The City of Westlake Village requires that all dogs must be kept on a
leash and under control of their owners at all times when in any area
accessible to the public. This includes public parks, schools, streets,
and private common areas. Any dog found roaming without a leash
can be picked up by Los Angeles Animal Control and the owner can
be subject to pay fines. The law helps prevent dogs from getting
seriously injured or lost while protecting residents.

On January 14, the City Council met to
establish a list of annual goals. The Council
established the following seven goals for 2009:

Address and consider implementing new City
programs, efforts and activities designed to
further support and recognize local businesses
and the contributions they make not only to the
local economy but to the community as a whole.

Pursuant to the City’s 2015 Strategic Plan
(listed on page 2-7 of Volume Two), promote
“sustainability” by emphasizing conservation of
resources, recycling, energy efficiency and
other “green” practices.

Identify and create new programs to assist the
growing senior population, including efforts to
supplement the CDBG housing rehabilitation
grants with additional City funds and/or funding
assistance that may be available from other
senior organizations serving the region (e.g.,
Goebel Senior Center, etc.).

In light of the downturn in the economy and the
desire some residents may have in reducing
expenses and staying closer to home, redouble
City efforts to create additional cultural,
recreational and social programming to
encourage residents to do more locally (e.g.,
institute the “One City One Book” program, etc.).

As staffing and resources permit, create a new
series of “healthy programs” for residents over a
multi-year period patterned after what some
cities are already successfully doing–such as the
city of Fontana which has established a range of
new programming involving exercise camps,
walking clubs, “life-style” classes, cooking
demonstrations, cookbooks, and the like.

Pursuant to the City’s 2015 Strategic Plan
(listed on page 2-14 of Volume Two), undertake
an updated community survey following a
similar format used by True North Research in
its original attitudinal survey conducted on
behalf of the City in 2004-05.

Continue to work with the Conejo Recreation
and Park District to develop new relationships
and program opportunities.

Most residents are aware that coyotes are living near or among the houses and landscape of the City. Their yips
and howls echoing from the hills are an indication that City residents live on the “edge of civilization.” For most
residents, living on the urban edge means being closer to the beauty of the City’s natural surroundings and the
wildlife that inhabits it. This proximity to nature is frequently cited as a primary reason many families have
chosen Westlake Village as their home. However, the yips and howls of the coyote should also serve as a reminder
that appropriate care needs to be taken when people co-exist with local wildlife.

Coyotes are predators and play an important role in the ecosystem by controlling rodent populations. Unlike many
predators, such as mountain lions or bobcats, coyotes are particularly adaptable to changing environments, and
can adapt quite well to living alongside humans. Therefore, residents see coyotes much more frequently than other
predators living in the area.

Whether you like them or fear them, it is always important to remember that coyotes are wild animals. Despite
their apparent similarities to dogs, they are not domesticated animals. It is very important for human safety and
for the well-being of coyotes, that they be treated with respect and caution. Coyotes are naturally wary of humans,
and instinctively shy away from contact when possible. This natural fear of people is what allows the coyotes to
safely co-exist near human habitation.

However, this natural fear can be lost when coyotes come to view people as a source of food. When this natural
fear is lost, coyotes can become aggressive, and even dangerous. Property damage, and threats to human safety,
are often results of coyotes losing their fear. Once this happens, the animal may need to be destroyed in order to
ensure the safety of local residents. Coyotes that become aggressive cannot be relocated as they would simply
become a problem for the nearest residents in the area to which they are relocated.

Preliminary work on the City’s new
Community Park, to be located
along the north side of Thousand
Oaks Boulevard between Via
Colinas and Corsa Avenue has
begun. A perimeter fence was
recently installed on the north side
of Thousand Oaks Boulevard near
Corsa Avenue and La Baya Drive.
Nearly 100 sheep and goats will be
placed inside the fencing to clear
the land of scrub brush and grass
for the new park. In any grading

operation, the very first task is to clear the land of all existing vegetation. Using
livestock is both an economic and environmentally friendly way of accomplishing this
task. The sheep will feed on the low lying grasses while the goats will handle the scrub
brush on the steeper hillside areas of the site. Each night the herd will be corralled in
a holding area for their protection. The livestock is expected to remain on the site until
construction begins later this spring.

In anticipation of beginning construction, the City is in the process of developing final
design plans. This phase will include grading of the site to create a flat pad area for
the park. This work will also include constructing all utilities along with access roads
and the parking lot area for the site. This phase should take almost fourteen months
to complete. The second phase of this project will include the development of the park
site facilities. Although no plans have been finalized, the basic facilities will likely
include: soccer and baseball fields, a mile-long jogging track, a skateboard facility,
and other playground components including a tot lot, a volleyball court, batting cages,
and picnic areas.

The Community Park is a joint partnership between the City and the Triunfo YMCA. The
YMCA plans to construct a 36,000 square foot building on this site. The park and the
YMCA facility will offer a truly unique recreational facility for both Westlake Village
and the surrounding communities.

Annual Goals Session Meeting
Establishes Goals for 2009

To ensure the safety of residents, as well as the continued presence of coyotes in the wild, the City and the
County Department of Agriculture are advising residents to take the following precautions:

� Keep garbage cans tightly closed, stored so that they cannot tip over, and in an area inaccessible to animals.
� Do not intentionally feed coyotes or other wild animals. It is illegal to do so, and is dangerous to both the

animals and the person feeding them.
� Do not leave pet food and water outdoors when pets are not actively feeding. Wild animals will take

advantage of this and over time will recognize this as a reliable food or water source.
� Do not leave small pets outdoors unattended. Even larger pets can become victims of coyote attack if they

are allowed to run free. Always keep pets on a leash when outdoors in unfenced areas.
� Always monitor small children when outdoors.
� Keep shrubbery trimmed to reduce hiding places for coyotes.
� Remove situations that may attract rodents, such as bird feeders, fallen fruit, or compost piles, as the

presence of rodents may in turn attract coyotes.
� If followed or approached by a coyote, make loud noises and throw rocks to frighten it away.
� Share these safety precautions with your friends and neighbors, and ask that they cooperate to keep your

neighborhoods safe.
� In most cases, coyotes are not a cause for concern. However, when coyotes become aggressive and behave

in ways not consistent with their natural behavior, it is important to address the problem quickly before
someone is injured. Aggressive coyote behavior should be immediately reported to the Westlake Village
Planning Department at 706-1613.

Since the early 1990’s, the City has been involved in a master plan to improve the Lindero
Canyon Road corridor, from Thousand Oaks Boulevard to Agoura Road. Coined the Arterial
System Finance Plan (ASFP), this developer funded program was designed to undertake
numerous roadway improvements to this corridor with the goal of increasing traffic capacity,
enhancing traffic flow, and improving the overall safety of motorists. While a number of
improvements have been completed over the years, three ASFP phases remain, including:
(Phase 1) Lindero Canyon Road/101 freeway interchange work; (Phase 2) realignment of travel
lanes on the overpass and the addition of a third southbound lane; and (Phase 3) improvements
at the Lindero-Agoura Road intersection. Construction of Phase 1 as described below is slated
to begin this March followed by construction of the other two phases in the next two years.

Phase 1 Improvements
This phase of work will complete the widening along the west side of Lindero Canyon Road
between Via Colinas and the freeway. The on-ramp in that area will be widened to two lanes.
When that work is completed, a second right turn lane will be provided from Via Colinas
onto Lindero Canyon Road for motorists exiting the business park and proceeding to the
freeway. The project will also include an extension of the northbound loop on-ramp to join
the existing auxiliary lane along the freeway. This should significantly improve the safety of
motorists using the loop on-ramp. The exhibit below shows the location of this work.

A retaining wall will also be built as part of the project. To enhance its appearance, this wall
will receive a “cracked rib” surface finish to its exterior. In addition, at three locations, an
identifying city theme, a sailboat, will be cast on the wall. An exhibit is shown below depicting
a rendering of how these wall finishes should look as motorists pass by on the freeway.

Traffic Flow During Construction
During construction, motorists can expect some delays, but
every effort will be made to minimize them. All traffic
movements will be maintained throughout construction. It is
expected that short interruptions in traffic flow may occur,
but longer delays will be planned for in advance and
scheduled to occur in the evening after the peak traffic period.

Construction to widen Lindero Canyon Road will require the
closure of the #3 lane (curb lane) on southbound Lindero Canyon
Road from a point approximately 500 feet north of Via Colinas
to the on-ramp. This closure is expected to increase travel time
for southbound traffic on Lindero Canyon Road through the
traffic signal at Via Colinas/Russell Ranch Road, especially
during the morning and evening peak periods. The City
recognizes the significance of such traffic impacts and will
make every effort to minimize the duration of this lane closure.

As part of Phase 1, a second lane will be added to the on-ramp
on the inside of the existing lane (i.e. between the existing lane
and the Four Seasons Hotel). The on-ramp is expected to be
open during most of the day and night with periodic closures
between 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on some weekdays. Any anticipated
longer closures will be planned in the evening hours.

During the work on the auxiliary lane along the freeway, it will
be necessary to close the freeway shoulder with a concrete
barrier. Because this shoulder is sometimes used by
motorists to complete their merge onto the freeway, the
closure duration will be minimized.

Construction is expected to start this March and last
approximately nine months. The City will maintain project
information with current construction schedule information
and advance notice of any road closures or detours on its
website at www.wlv.org. Since major projects like this
typically encounter many unforeseen circumstances,
residents are encouraged to
check the website frequently for
updated information.
