The Westlake Village Transit program
will resume operation on August 27,
2008.  This service is a fixed route,
public transit system, which is specif-
ically designed to accommodate stu-
dents attending White Oak Elementary,
St. Jude Elementary, Lindero Canyon
Middle School and Agoura High
School.  The system runs Monday
through Friday throughout the school
year.  The price for a round-trip pass
for the school year is $198 per student
and a one-way pass for either morn-
ings or afternoons is $132. For those
not wishing to purchase an annual
pass, the individual one-way fare is
$1 per trip, which is payable upon
boarding the bus.

Westlake Village Transit is part of
several transportation programs
currently offered by the City which
includes the Senior Citizen/Disabled
Dial-A-Ride, Teen Recreation Dial-A-
Ride, and the Airport Shuttle Service.

WESTLAKE VILLAGE LIBRARY INTRODUCES ITS NEW
ON-LINE CATALOG: iBISTRO

iBistro, a new on-line catalog, is now available at
the Westlake Village Library.  Library cus-
tomers can use iBistro to search for items,
place holds on books, renew materials,
change their PIN, request an address or e-mail
change, and communicate with library staff.

Library staff also use iBistro to help customers.
Part of the mission of all library staff is to “help customers help themselves.”  The on-line catalog is
available 24 hours a day and 7 days a week.  Customers can use the convenience of the on-line catalog
to fit “library time” into their own busy days, instead of making time for the library based on its restrict-
ed schedule. iBistro is designed to be easy to learn to use.  Customers who learn to use iBistro will ulti-
mately have a more enriching library experience. iBistro is also available at
www.colapublib.org/libe/westlake.

WHITE OAK SCHOOL TRAFFIC SAFETY TIPS
Access, circulation, and parking at White Oak Elementary School work well as long as everyone
understands the system and complies with local traffic signs and markings. Drop by before
school starts on August 27 to familiarize yourself with the drop-off areas, turn restrictions,
etc.  Also, remember that the drop-off areas tend to be particularly busy the first week or two
of school, so try to arrive a little early (supervision for early drop-offs is paid for by the City
and is provided in the courtyard beginning at 7:45 am).  When preparing for the first day of
school, here are some traffic safety suggestions to consider:

Observe the red zones and parking restriction signs. These restrictions have been
established to improve visibility, reduce conflicts, and provide other safety benefits.

The kindergarten drop-off area in the parking lot is to be used for kindergarten
drop-offs only. Other students may be dropped off in the drive-through in front of the
multipurpose building or across the street from the kindergarten drop-off area.

Although both right and left turns into the driveways are permitted, left turns out of
the driveways are prohibited during peak school hours (7:30 am – 8:30 am and
11:30 am – 3:00 pm).

Note that the drop-off area by the multi-purpose building is one-way so that students
can be safely dropped off directly next to the walkway.  Traffic Aides paid for by the City
will assist your child in/out of your vehicle during the morning and afternoon peak
periods. When using the drop-off area, pull forward as far as possible to permit the
most effective use of this area. This is one of the most important contributions you can
make to reduce congestion and overall delay.

VOLUNTEER PROGRAMS
Disaster Response Team (DRT) 
The City’s DRT is a volunteer first-in first-out emergency preparedness group formed
to assist the City in times of disaster. The DRT meets monthly and participates in
on-going training exercises. Contact City Hall for more information. 

Volunteers in Policing (VIP)
The VIP is a volunteer program whose primary objective is to help be the “eyes” and
“ears” of the Sheriff’s Department. VIP’s meet monthly with Sheriff’s personnel for
training and briefings. Contact City Hall for more information or to volunteer. 

TRANSPORTATION PROGRAMS 
Senior Citizen/Disabled Dial•A•Ride 
This is a general dial-a-ride service for residents over the age of 60 years or those unable
to drive due to a disability. Rides are $.50 one way or $.75 round trip within the City and to
designated stops outside of the City. Please call 707-2900 to arrange for service.  

Teen Recreation Dial•A•Ride 
This service is available for middle school and high school residents needing trans-
portation to extra-curricular activities. Cost for the program is $1.00 each way. Rides
are for extra-curricular programs and may not be used as transportation to and from
school. Please call 707-2900 to schedule a ride. 

Westlake Village Transit 
Westlake Village Transit is a fixed-route system designed primarily around the
schedules of White Oak Elementary, St. Jude Elementary, Lindero Canyon Middle
School, and Agoura High School. Bus passes may be purchased at City Hall or one-
time rides may be purchased for $1.00. Please call City Hall at 706-1613 for more
information and a schedule. 

Airport Shuttle Service 
Residents may purchase discounted vouchers for transportation to and from Burbank
and LAX airports. Vouchers must be purchased at City Hall at least 48 hours prior to
transportation by cash or check. Please call City Hall at 706-1613 for more information.

HAZARDOUS WASTE RECYCLING
Small Battery Drop-off Program 
Residents may drop off small one-time-use batteries, rechargeable NiCad batteries,
and Lithium Ion batteries. Batteries can be dropped off at City Hall during regular
business hours, Monday-Friday, 8:00 am to 5:00 pm. 

Door-To-Door Hazardous Waste Program 
Residents can arrange to have hazardous waste picked up at their home by calling
the City’s recycling hotline at (800) 579-4979.  Pick-up will be scheduled on a
first-come first-serve basis.

E-Waste Recycling
Residents can call (805) 522-9400 to schedule this cost-free service for a
pick-up of one free bulky item per year.
